The total number of tickets made available through the programme in the first three quarters is 177,345. A total of 121,742 tickets have been taken up.

The overall target is 604,910, but it is anticipated that the distribution of tickets will rise throughout the life of the scheme, as it is embedded. We expect that 42.5% of the overall ticket allocation of 604,910 will be given away in Year 1(257,086), and 57.5% in Year 2 (347,823). After the third quarter, we expected that the overall ticket allocation would be 30% (181,473) of the full two year target, and it is 20.1% (121,742). Against the annual target of 257,086, 47.4%of the tickets have been given away so far. 20,000 more tickets were taken up in this quarter than the previous. If we get similar results in the next quarter we will end the first year at around 66 % of the target.
